After
a few years of service there, he went on to work for the United States Postal
Service as a mailman. After years of service, he relocated to Los Angeles,
California where he met his wife Patricia. Rolin went on to work at DCASR Air
Force Base for a number of years. Rolin then relocated to Sacramento,
California. Rolin went on to work at McClellan Air Force Base. He retired from
there with 44 years of government service. Rolin was a boxer in the military
with countless awards and victories.
